Requirements for submitted reports / presentations

The text of the report / presentation should be submitted with the application as a single document file. The text of the report / presentation should be on the second page and the pages that follow. The name of the document file should consist of the author’s last name and the word “seminar”: Petrov_seminar.rtf

The texts of reports / presentations (up to 4 full A4 pages) should be typed through the text editor Microsoft Word for Windows and saved in the RTF format (the single interval, font – Times New Roman, 14 pt; all margins – 25 mm, paragraph indention – 1,25 cm is to be set by means of the Paragraph menu).

The text should be typed without any hyphenation and page numbers. The dash (–) and the hyphen (-) are different in their size and the interval before and after the dash. The initials before the last name, abbreviations (etc.), should be typed through no-break space (pressing Ctrl + Shift + blank space key simultaneously). Text compression or extension is not allowed. Emphasis in the text such as italics (examples) and/or semi bold type (text) may be used. The use of tabulation, automatic lists, styles, special symbols and underlining is not allowed.
References should be put into square brackets with the number of the source in the references list (and with a page number, if necessary) – [3, p. 23]. The list of references should be placed at the end of the text, structured in alphabetical order and numbered. The list of references should correspond to the requirements of GOST 7.1-03.
Texts of reports / presentations which do not comply with the abovementioned requirements will not be accepted.
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
